For Orientations of Distance Education Advanced Standing Students 
 
 
For May 1, 2009 Orientation 
The orientation this day will be at Forsyth County Department of Social Services in Winston-Salem 
and you should park at the Carl Russell Avenue parking lot. 
 
Directions to Carl Russell Ave. Parking Lot: 
 
From I-40 or Business 40:  Take 52 North.  Exit on Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive.  Turn right onto 
Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive.  Take an immediate right onto Carl Russell Ave. (next to the Russell 
Funeral Home).  Go to the first parking lot on your right past the Carl Russell Funeral Home.  Park 
and lock your car.  Walk across Carl Russell Ave., through the church parking lot and across 
Highland Ave.  The building directly in front of you will be Forsyth County DSS, 741 N. Highland 
Ave.   
 
From Mt Airy and points north of Winston-Salem: Take 52 South. Exit on Martin Luther King, 
Jr. Drive.  Turn left onto Martin Luther King, Jr. Drive.  After crossing under 52, take the first right 
onto Carl Russell Ave. (next to the Russell Funeral Home).  Go to the first parking lot on your right 
past the Carl Russell Funeral Home. Park and lock your car.  Walk across Carl Russell Ave., 
through the church parking lot and across Highland Ave.  The building directly in front of you will 
be Forsyth County DSS, 741 N. Highland Ave.   
 
 
For May 8, 2009 Orientation in Chapel Hill 
Please allow yourself ample time to find a parking space when you arrive for orientation. You will 
need to allow at least 20 minutes to park at the Rams Head parking deck on Ridge Road.  
 
The blue and white UNC campus buses and the orange and white buses are free to ride on campus.
